Policy Resolution #7

Membership Policies


Whereas the Bylaws of Sister Cities of Newport News, Inc. Article III, Membership, Section 1, Who Shall Be Members states that,
The members of the Corporation shall consist of any person, firm or entity that pays the membership dues established from time to time by the Board of Directors,….
And that,
memberships shall be for one year periods only, subject to renewal upon payment of the then-current annual dues and assessments….
And, whereas Article III Membership, Section 4, Membership Dues states that, 
The amount of dues or fees for members shall be fixed and determined by the Board of Directors from time to time. 
Therefore now be it resolved that, the dues affiliated with each category of membership shall be as follows until amended by the Board:

Student and College Diplomats: $10


Applies to students enrolled in K-12 (public, private or home schooled) and those enrolled full-time in any public or private college/university. (Offers no voting privileges.)
Citizen Diplomat: $25 per person
      Applies to all adults and provides voting privileges 
World Partner: $50 


Applies to non-profit clubs and organizations that shall designate the organization’s President or designee as a voting member.

International Leadership Circle: $100


Offered to individuals who wish to “invest” in Sister Cities’ program to promote peace, education and economic growth through citizen diplomacy by committing to a larger dues donation.

Corporate Diplomats: $500 
   


Applies to business members of the community and offers the opportunity to sponsor specific sister city programs, exchanges, membership events or meetings (firm requested to designate one voting member).

And, furthermore resolved that, SCNN’s membership year shall be the calendar year with renewal notices sent in November for the following year, 
And, furthermore resolved that, all new homestay hosts shall be extended complimentary “membership” through the end of the calendar year in which they host,
And, furthermore resolved that, all donations made at the Annual International Fundraising Breakfast of $25 or more shall entitle the donor to membership through the end of the calendar year.
This resolution is approved by the SCNN Board of Directors at a meeting duly held July 10, 2014.
